An evangelizer was sent to a community to bear 
witness to the good news of our Lord, Jesus Christ. 
Upon arrival, the people welcomed the pastor, and 
went ahead to introduce him to their community 
chief whose son was in a comatose state due to an 
ailment. The chief listened to the missionary aƩen-
Ɵvely and then gave permission for any missionary 
acƟviƟes in his jurisdicƟon. Therefore, the evange-
list was led to the room where the sick child lay, to 
begin his prayer session with the hope of healing 
the young man. AŌer so many hours of prayers the 
child started moving and eventually got completely 
healed. There was  jubilaƟon 
in the enƟre community and 
there-aŌer the chief, his 
household and the  communi-
ty members embraced  the 
new ChrisƟan faith. 
 
 The sacraments we receive 
in the Catholic Church em-
power us to understand and 
share all their goodness as re-
vealed through the gospel. In 
other words, every recipient of the Catholic sacra-
ments should be a voluntary disciple who should 
readily serve God and His people. But, for a disciple 
to carry his/her divine assignment there is a need 
for a one-on-one encounter with Jesus, who serves 
as a model and the core of human salvaƟon. The 
disciple should be acquainted with the teachings 
and acƟons of Jesus in order to represent him 
wherever and however possible, to bear witness to 
the gospel of Jesus is all encompassing. Therefore, 
in our narraƟves there should be harmony be-
tween the historical Jesus and the Biblical Jesus, on 
the Cross, and imaged in our neighbors. 

 The call of Peter, Andrew, James, and John was 
dramaƟc, they instantly had to leave their means 
of livelihood and their families, to delve into a mis-
sion that was at that Ɵme vague to them. No one 
voluntarily sheds his or her job, home, and whole 
way of life accidentally or unconsciously. Simon pe-
ter’s “drop the net” decision is what we mean by 
“intenƟonal.” From the moment he dropped his 
nets to follow Jesus, he was a disciple (Forming In-
tenƟonal Disciples, Sherry A. Weddell P.65). By sta-
ƟsƟcs and survey the number of unemployed in 
the streets of Jesus’s Ɵme could be in huge  num-

bers  Jesus carefully 
selected his disciples 
not measured by any 
human standards, 
 but aƩracted by 
their spiritual values. 
This explainswhy Jesus 
did not pick scholars 
(scribes) of the law, 
wealthy  Pharisees, 
nor the priests. Rather, 
Jesus went among the 

(koinonia) commoners to pick his companions so as 
to have the poor close to his heart who look for-
ward to a dynamic gospel which radiates jusƟce 
and peace in the world.  
 
 Our generaƟon faces the challenges of great 
division between light from darkness, right from 
wrong, good from bad, and a savior (Jesus Christ) 
from a destrucƟve devil. The presence of Jesus in 
the celebraƟon of sacraments, tabernacles, adora-
Ɵon chapels,  on the Cross, the poor, and the per-
secuted is the game changer in making human life 
meaningful with a  desƟny.
