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Council 15001 Member Needs Our Prayers 
(Story as written by Fr. Greg for his bulletin) 

 
My dear parishioners of Our Lady of Perpetual Help, 
 
On Saturday November 27th, I completed my 40th Sprint Triathlon (1km Swim, 20 km Bike, 5km Run) 
for the calendar year. IΩve been in the best shape since 25 years ago, thatΩs why this is such a shock. 
Early Sunday morning (November 28th) I had a fever and took some Tylenol which broke it. Felt good 
on Sunday and was able to keep to my schedule with no fatigue. Then , I had a busy day on Monday, 
November 29th but still no symptoms. Tuesday morning I woke a little fatigued and celebrated the 
6:15 am Mass and then the School Mass at 8:30 am. The Parish Staff met for Lectio Divina at 9:30 am 
when I started to have some difficulty breathing. At about 11:00 am I headed home to rest.  

 
I stayed in bed and began experiencing chest pain and shortness of breath. Early Wednesday morning (December 1st ) I felt 
that I couldnΩt bear the pain and checked myself into the ER. I spent from 5 am to 3 pm in the ER and was admitted overnight 
and assigned a cardiologist, pulmonologist and hospitalist. They did a multitude of tests on my heart, veins and lungs and also 
several blood tests. By noon on December 2nd they released me from the hospital with the following prognosis. Heart is very 
healthy (it should be with all this exercising). CT scan indicated lungs have 8 nodules mainly the left lung (CT Scan with Biopsy 
to be scheduled). Severe chest pain caused by pleurisy (unfortunately no medication prescribed but Tylenol). Two Covid tests 
came back negative. Valley Fever is negative.  
 
I came home and rested staying downstairs and only being άcomfortableέ in a recliner. Severe chest pain continued to worsen 
until unbearable on Monday midday (December 6th). My Primary Care Physician was contacted and I saw her on Tuesday 
morning, December 7th. Livid about the pleurisy not being addressed by the hospital, she prescribed prednisone and a mild 
pain killer. Administered 1 rapid and 1 PRC Covid test and recommended I see her #1 referred pulmonologist. Blood oxygen 
level was around 85%.  
 
Wednesday December 8th I saw pulmonologist. Blood Oxygen 80-83%. He ruled out Covid after 4 negative results. Requested 
full blood work and scheduled CT Scan with biopsy. Also, blood drawn (12 samples) done at 1 pm including another test for a  
Valley Fever screen. My blood oxygen is at 96-97% at rest.  
 
I was told to remove myself from all work and Mass schedules for the remainder of the year and to practice breathing 
strengthening exercise to rehabilitate the weakened lungs.  
 
AND AS AN ADDED BONUS, ONE OF OUR PRESCHOOLERS GAVE ME THE BEST MEDICAL ADVICE, άFR. GREG, IF YOU WOULD 
JUST CLEAN THE BOOGERS OUT OF YOUR NOSE YOU WOULD BREATHE BETTER.έ  
 
And that is why IΩm blessed to be at OLPH and have a great family of parish staff, school faculty and staff, students, parents, 
and parishioners.  
 
I know youΩre keeping me in prayer and now IΩve got a lot of time to do the same for all of you.  
 
After the biopsy results, I will then update you on their findings and next steps.
