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The true meaning of Easter is unconditional love. Jesus's resurrection from the dead reassures us that He will never leave us and He will 
love us through everything -- through our sins, our triumphs, our failures and our great days. God sacrificed Himself for us and invited us 
home to be with Him in heaven—even though we constantly sin.  
 
Prior to Easter, Catholics observe 40 days of prayer and fasting. This is a time of repentance that culminates in the Holy Week. Fasting  
involves reducing one’s food intake, while abstinence involves refraining from certain food like meat. One of the teachings of the Catholic 
Church is to perform an act of penance for our sins; and fasting is a very meaningful way to do this. It encourages self-discipline as well as  
repentance and following Christ’s example for a deeper spiritual focus. 
 
The Sacrament of Holy Communion connects us to Christ and to our fellow Christians and the Church requires us to receive it at least once 
each year, in the time between Palm Sunday and Trinity Sunday, which is the Sunday after Pentecost. Easter is fundamental to Christian 
faith and receiving the Holy Eucharist during this season demonstrates that faith. Catholics are also urged to participate in confession     
before receiving the Holy Eucharist. 
 
The Easter vigil during the night before is the most significant part of the Catholic tradition. The lengthy services include readings, music, a 
procession, and performing Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation, and Holy Communion) for new converts and Rite of Christian 
Initiation for Adults during Mass. This represents the continuing of our faith and the fulfillment of God’s promise to humanity. 
 
There are so many different personal traditions that Catholic families follow during Easter. Easter feast includes lamb, cakes, breads, eggs, 
all symbolizing the resurrection through either shape, form or the act of rising (yeast). Since it marks the end of Lent, many Easter recipes 
use extra eggs, meat or rich food forbidden during the fasting period. Families offer sweets and candy traditionally to break the long fast. 
 

The season of Easter begins after Easter Sunday and lasts for seven weeks, ending with Pentecost.

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óPrayer Has Won Warsô 
 

On March 17th, Knights worldwide joined a nine-day campaign of prayer 
to conclude March 25, the solemnity of the Annunciation of the Lord,     
coinciding with Pope Francis’ consecration of Russia and Ukraine to the 
Immaculate Heart of Mary in St. Peter’s Basilica. 
 
In a message urging participation in the novena, Supreme Knight Patrick 
Kelly wrote, “Together, we’ll ask Our Lady to intercede on behalf of those 
directly impacted by the conflict, to give strength to our Ukrainian and 
Polish Knights working so hard to deliver relief, and to help bring peace 
and healing to the region.” 
 
The novena — initiated by Catholics in Ukraine and first requested by the 
Latin-rite archbishop of Lviv, Archbishop Mieczysław Mokrzycki — has 
been one of many prayer initiatives undertaken throughout the Order for peace in Ukraine. 
 
Indeed, Knights in many places — including Ukraine and Poland — participated in prayer services and Masses for weeks prior 
to the Russian invasion. The Order’s birthplace, St. Mary’s Church in New Haven, Connecticut, was the site of one of a number 
of K of C organized Holy Hours held January 26th, in response to the Holy Father’s initial call for a special day of prayer for 
peace. 
 
Days after the invasion and another worldwide day of prayer on Ash Wednesday, Supreme Knight Kelly addressed a letter to 
grand Knights Orderwide, underscoring the Knights’ two-part response to the humanitarian crisis — charitable support          
facilitated by the Ukraine Solidarity Fund, and prayer, especially Holy Hours and rosaries for those suffering. 
 
“While the benefits of our prayers may not be as tangible as dollars spent on food or medicine,” the Supreme Knight wrote, 
“we trust that their effects are even more important.” 
 
He also referred to a conversation that was held with Archbishop Mokrzycki and Major Archbishop Sviatoslav Shevchuk, head 
of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, who were among the first members of the Order in Ukraine. 
 
“It was moving for us to hear the witness of both of these men, who are ministering tirelessly and courageously to a people 
facing unimaginable stress and turmoil,” the Supreme Knight wrote. “I promised them that the Knights of Columbus would 
accompany them and their people both in prayer and material support.” 
 
Several days later, on March 10th, both of these Archbishops and a delegation of Ukrainian Knights participated in a historic 
event — an ecumenical prayer service for peace at the Archcathedral Basilica of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary in 
Lviv, led by Cardinal Konrad Krajewski, papal almoner and official representative of Pope Francis. 
 
“From the very beginning of the war as well as before the war, we knew that the situation was very dangerous, uncertain,” 
Archbishop Mokrzycki said in an interview following the prayer service. “We encouraged all our Christian people to pray and 
participate in the sacraments, because we know that prayer has power. We know from history that prayer has defeated evil 
many times and has won wars.” 
 

Please keep all Ukrainians who are suffering and those who have lost their lives in your prayers.  
May the souls of all those faithfully departed rest in peace. Amen!

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KNIGHTS of COLUMBUS YOUR SHIELD FOR INSURANCE FOR LIFE  
 
It may seem counter-intuitive that a Catholic organization, and one of the world’s largest charitable organizations, would be in 
the life   insurance business. But it’s not odd at all. Providing financial protection for Catholic families has been at the core of 
the Knights of Columbus mission since the beginning. Two Problems, One Solution In the drive to offer financial protection for 
Catholic families comes from our venerable founder Father Michael J. McGivney. On numerous occasions in his life, Father 
McGivney witnessed the devastation wrought by the untimely death of a breadwinner. As a young seminarian, Michael was 
forced to leave theological studies and return home to aid his family after the sudden death of his father, Patrick. Without his 
father’s income, the family was unable to support Michael financially, and he was only able to continue his studies after       
receiving a scholarship from the local bishop. Less than a decade later, Father McGivney, then an associate pastor at St. 
Mary’s Church in New Haven, Connecticut, faced a similar situation. One of his parishioners, Edward Downes, Jr., was also 
forced to quit the seminary and return home to New Haven to support his mother and twelve siblings after his father died    
unexpectedly. In those days, the court had the right to assign children to public institutions if it had reason to believe that 
their families could not properly care for and support them. The Downes’ were able to account for most of their family            
members, but were facing the very real prospect of losing their three teenage boys unless each had a guardian to sponsor and 
stand for him in court, and provide $1,500 to back the claim to guardianship. St. Mary’s Church, New Haven, Conn.  
 
On Februarey 6, 1882 – the very same day as the first organizational meeting for what would become the Knights of Columbus 
– Father McGivney appeared in court to stand as guardian for Edward’s brother Alfred. The court accepted, and Father 
McGivney was satisfied with the outcome, but not with the recurring nightmare of financial hardship. “Even though he was 
only a young man,” his biography, Parish Priest says of Father McGivney, “he was filled with a lifetime of anger and frustration 
at the sense of doom that settled over nearly every family that lost its wage earner… On the afternoon of February 6, he was 
more determined than ever that what had happened to the Downes family need not happen to anyone else.”  
 
The Mission Begins – And Continues In that spirit, Father McGivney set off with “entrepreneurial zeal” to found the Knights of 
Columbus. In his own words, Father McGivney wanted the organization to “unite the men of our Faith throughout the Diocese 
of Hartford, that we may thereby gain strength to aid each other in time of sickness; to provide for decent burial, and to      
render pecuniary assistance to the families of the deceased members.” The initial system of “life insurance” designed by     
Father McGivney was a simple one, a pass-the-hat system through which each member could help support his brother 
Knights. As the organization grew so too did the insurance program. The pass-the-hat system was transformed into one of the 
largest and superior rated life insurance programs in North America. The Knights of Columbus has passed many milestones 
and received many accolades along the way: $113 billion of life insurance in force; over 40 years of superior ratings from A.M. 
Best; and 18 consecutive years of sales growth, but all that is secondary. What matters most is that we continue to fulfill     
Father McGivney’s mission of offering and providing financial protection for Catholic families. 2020 is not 1882. Times are 
different. But even for those families who may have slightly more than next-to-nothing, insurance protection can be the
