Each year, Easter graces us on a different date, as it is determined by the Gregorian calendar, which
follows a lunisolar system. In contrast, the Orthodox Easter is calculated using the Julian Calendar.
Remarkably, in 2025, both Orthodox and Catholic Easter will be celebrated on the same date, which is

April 20th. This convergence of dates happens every few years, allowing both Christian traditions to

observe this sacred holiday together.

As we approach this holy season, we have roughly three weeks of preparation before Easter. The Holy Triduum ushers us into
the Day of Resurrection, beginning with Holy Thursday, when clergy will continue the profound tradition of washing the feet.
This year, the 12 chosen at St. Paul’s to have their feet washed will be from the St. Paul Knights of Council 15001.

We often reflect on the act of washing another’s feet as an expression of love and service, following the example of humility
displayed by our Lord and Savior on the night before His crucifixion. In John 13:10-11, Jesus said to Peter, “Whoever has
bathed has no need except to have his feet washed, for he is clean all over. So you are clean, but not all.” For He knew who
would betray Him; for this reason, He said, “Not all of you are clean.”

It is evident that Jesus is providing His disciples with an example of humility. However, His words also suggest a much deeper
meaning. Jesus tells Peter that the one who has bathed does not need to wash except for his feet. This verse implies that the
Disciples were baptized. Jesus says the one who has “bathed” is “clean all over” except for his feet. The feet were not clean
because they directly contacted the world and were constantly covered in the world’s filth.

Is Jesus using the feet to represent baptized people who have covered themselves with the filth of the world through sin? If
so, He shows us how God continues perfecting His body of followers by continually cleansing those who engage the world.

Please make an extra effort to attend St. Paul’s Holy Thursday Mass at 7 p.m. as our brothers’ feet are washed.

We pray the Rosary with the
intention that mothers will choose to keep their babies and that abortion workers will change their hearts and leave that
work.

Bingo — April 26: All Knights are called to promote and attend Bingo — especially at 6 p.m. Saturday, April 26. Hopefully, we
will have several brothers attending as players with family and friends. If you’re looking for a delightful evening of fun and
fellowship, come and join us in O’Carroll Hall. It's the perfect opportunity to unwind, enjoy friendly competition and connect
with other parishioners. Bring your friends and family and let's make it a night to remember. Payouts await the winners. The
tickets are $20 and are available after Masses and at the door on the night of the event.

A couple of weeks ago Sr. Rachel Marie Boyd, O.P., one of the wonderful Dominican Sisters who teach
at St. John Paul Il High School in Avondale, gave a mission talk in which she noted that a Clydesdale
draught horse can pull up to 8,000 Ibs. That’s pretty amazing in itself! | only know a handful of Knights who can pull that kind
of weight...

But Sister went on to note that two Clydesdales together can pull up to 22,000 Ibs! Since you are probably doing some quick
math, that’s significantly over two-times the individual’s capacity. In other words, by pulling together the two Clydesdales
almost create a “third horse.”

We use the weak-string and unbreakable-cable in our CUF ceremony to show a similar effect. When we
Knights are united we can pull, carry, and accomplish far more than the sum of our individual contributions!
We see the impact of the Principle of Unity in so many ways in our Order. When we pray together as brothers
we receive abundant grace and blessing from Our Father. When we work together as brothers we move
mountains (whether they be pancakes, landscaping bushes, or diaper-drives...) When we enjoy fellowship
together as brothers we indeed grow into an unbreakable and deep fraternity.

This Lent | hope your Council and Assembly will consider how you can observe the Church’s traditional disciplines of Fasting,
Prayer, and Almsgiving together - in the Unity of the Knights of Columbus. Our COR initiative is an excellent way! As well,

The miraculous recovery of a toddler who survived a near-drowning is a truly remarkable story. This incident hits particularly
close to home, as the family belongs to St. Joan of Arc parish and invoked the intercession of our founder, Blessed Michael
McGivney, through prayer. | remember the mother, Caitlin, attending 7 AM daily Mass at St. Paul's a few years ago.

"OSV News) — An Arizona couple whose toddler survived a drowning incident March 2 is attributing his miraculous recovery
to intercessions from Blessed Michael McGivney, founder of the Knights of Columbus, along with a multitude of saints and
what they count as thousands of prayers from across the country and the world.

Caitlin and Wesley Robinson of suburban Phoenix told OSV News that at the hospital, doctors tried CPR for 52 minutes to
revive their 15-month-old son, Vincent, who had a barely detectable, intermittent pulse since before he arrived. His father

said he found their baby face down at the bottom of the family hot tub, which was not turned on.

The Robinsons said once the toddler was stable, Vincent was placed on oxygen, IV pain killers, paralytics and other
sedatives. But he was not out of danger.

“Sunday (March 2), Monday, Tuesday we were preparing ourselves for a funeral, really. And so it was three days on our
knees and just praying incessantly,” explained Caitlin Robinson.

The logo chosen for the Holy Year depicts four stylized and graceful figures, In four colors that
recall the shades of the rainbow, as red. orange. green. and blue. The choice of colors is not
random. just as the color of sacred vestments throughout the liturgical year is not.

Red symbolizes loue, passion, and self sacrifice, Christ’s sacrifice and His boundless love for
humanity, but also the fire of the Holy Spirit and His strength that animates Christians.

expresses joy. vitality. and enthusiasm, the light that illuminates the path of faith.

Green is universally recognized as the color of hope. growth. and rebirth.

Blue. finally, symbolizes faith, peace, and tranquility, evoking the sky and spirituality and
inviting contemplation and prayer.

The four figures represent humanity, in its differences and similarities.
They proceed to embrace each other, expressing the solidarity and brotherhood that should unite the peoples of the world.

Leading them is the red figure, clinging to a Cross formed by a black curve that ends, at the bottom, with an anchor. The Cross
is not rigid, not static, but bends towards humanity as if to embrace it.” The sense of this symbol in the Jubilee logo is clear:

it is precisely in the most difficult moments that we need to rely on an anchor that glues us securely and guarantees salvation,
and what better anchor than the Cross, a symbol of Christ and His infinite love for all of us?

The presence of small, agitated waves at the bottom of the logo confirms the existence of dangers and obstacles, of all those
personal events and events of the world that make each of our lives not always easy.

Thus, the logo in its entirety takes on a clear meaning and the Jubilee, with its twelve months of ceremonies and initiatives,
becomes a long pilgrimage to be undertaken together, as brothers, towards salvation. guided by the Cross and the hope of our
salvation promised by God.

Henry Ford and BBQ Story

On June 16, 1903, the Ford Motor Company was established. Henry Ford was the founder.

This was not his first rodeo, as he had previously operated the Henry Ford Company. He left that company and took his name
with him. What became of the Henry Ford Company?

It became known as the Cadillac Motor Company.
What does any of this have to do with anything BBQ-related? Hang on--the rest of the story.

Ford's Model T, which would number in the millions sold, required 100 board feet of wood to build. Ford despised waste.
His motto was, "Reduce, reuse, and recycle." He was also a nature-lover, an environmentalist of his time.

His escape from the stress of life was camping in the great outdoors.

Frustrated by the mountains of sawdust his lumber mills created, he and his partners sought a way to
utilize the scrap wood and sawdust into a useful (and profitable) product.

An idea came to him one day as he was camped with some friends in the wilds of Michigan. After his party spent a long time
collecting sufficient wood for a campfire, an idea sprung into Ford's mind. Upon returning to the lumber mill, he shared the
idea with some of his partners and set to work on it.

The idea? Lumping a fistful of sawdust and cornstarch with a bit of tar to form a briquette.
After charring it, it performed exactly what Ford imagined it would. He then built a charcoal
briquette factory adjacent to his lumbermill where the waste from one became the fuel for
the other. A new Model T was now frequently sold with a bonus bag of Ford Charcoal
Briquettes, so you could drive into the woods to camp and not worry about finding campfire
wood.

So now you know. Ford not only created the modern automobile industry which takes millions to work and back each
workday, but he also created the weekend grilling and camping industries.

In 1951, the Ford Charcoal Briquette Company was sold. The new company was named after Ford's real-estate partner who
helped him find the land to supply wood for building the early Ford automobiles: E.J. Kingsford.

Kingsford Charcoal is now the largest producer of charcoal briquettes in the world.
