Advent is a sacred season where we prepare our hearts to encounter Jesus at Christmas. It is a time of
joy, filled with the beauty of decorating our homes and churches, planning festive gatherings with our
family, friends and our Councils, and the giving of gifts.

However, Advent is also a profound period of reflection as we prepare to meet Jesus at the end of time.
Beyond the celebrations of Christmas and the Incarnation, we are called to prayerfully consider how we can prepare to meet
the Lord at the end of our earthly journey.

This Advent, we are especially invited to reflect on how we carry our own cross daily and how we prepare to meet Jesus in our
everyday lives. How can we live this Advent in such a way that we are truly prepared to meet the Lord today?

In this spirit, let us make time for prayer, immerse ourselves in Scripture, adore Christ in the Eucharist and seek the sacrament
of Confession this Advent.

As Catholics, we traditionally:
1 Make an Advent wreath the centerpiece of our homes, lighting a candle each Sunday to symbolize hope, peace, joy and
love.

1 Engage in corporal and spiritual works of mercy, finding ways to serve those in need by donating to a pantry or toy drive,
visiting the sick or elderly, praying for the lonely, and to offering encouragement. Commit to a specific act of generosity
each week of Advent.

1 Dedicate time each day for prayer, deepening our relationship with God.

We are called to pray for others as St. Paul asked others to pray for him. And as Jesus instructed us to pray for our enemies.
This Advent, let us make it a point to offer prayers or acts of generosity to those who may not have been the concern of our
previous prayers.

Another meaningful way to align ourselves with Christ is to pray for those considering abortion and for the innocent lives at
risk. Join us in praying the Rosary at 8 a.m. on Dec. 11 at 5771 W Eugie Ave, Glendale, AZ 85304. We park in the Fry’s parking
lot north of the abortion facility. We meet northeast of the facility to pray the Rosary for the lives of children and the salvation
of those involved in abortion.

You can also take a break from regular programming and tune into Catholic radio. This simple change can help keep your focus
on Christ. The Knights of Columbus are partnering with Relevant Radio (FM 102.9 and AM 1310 in metro Phoenix) to highlight
the Knights’ charitable work, spiritual programs and financial services. Listen anytime on the radio, the Relevant Radio website,
or your favorite podcast app.

The cost is $15 per
person or $40 per family.
