Sir Knight Jack Swartz went 
to his eternal reward in Heaven. There was a Rosary said for Jack at HansenΩs Mortuary at 7th St. in Phoenix and viewing was 
during the evening of Thursday, February 2nd. A funeral Mass was held at St. PaulΩs on Friday afternoon at 2:00 p.m.

Jack Swartz, 90, of Phoenix, passed away peacefully on January 27th, 2023, surrounded by family and holding his beloved 
wife's hand. Jack was born on Thanksgiving day in 1932, in Dodge City, KS, to Fern and Ralph Swartz, and spent the first fifty 
years of his life in Kansas. He was a graduate of Sublette High School, where he excelled in multiple sports), attended Dodge 
City Jr. College and St. Mary of the Plains College, and later graduated with two degrees in business from Washburn             
University in Topeka, KS. Jack also served in the U.S. Army from 1955 through 1957. In his young adulthood, Jack worked for 
the Dodge City Terminal Elevator Company (family business) and the Kansas Jaycees, as Executive Vice President. He then 
filled several positions with the Kansas State Chamber of Commerce over 15 years, followed by 18 years as president of the 
Nebraska State Chamber of Commerce in Lincoln, NE.

he himself made it to all fifty U.S. states and 44 different countries in his lifetime. His favorite places to visit were Ireland,     
Hawaii and New York City.  
 
Jack also loved his sports teams - the KC Chiefs, KU Jayhawks, Nebraska Cornhuskers, Arizona Diamondbacks and Cardinals, 
Phoenix Suns and Washburn Ichabods - and never missed a game, if he could help it. He loved a well-poured pint of Guinness 
(or even a poorly-poured one!) and a well-played Irish tune. He loved dancing to the oldies (especially with his wife), and 
could still cut a mean rug. He enjoyed so much of what life had to offer and took nothing for granted. 
 
Although a member from young adulthood (after converting to Catholicism in his 20's), Jack found great purpose and        
brotherhood more recently in the Knights of Columbus at St. Paul's Church in Moon Valley, and served as Grand Knight in 
2013-2014. He truly loved his time with the Knights and the wonderful people of St. Paul's parish.  
 
Jack is survived by his best friend and wife of 66 years, Nadine, his sister, Nanci Brandon of Florida, his daughter Dana 
(Martin) Carney of the Bronx, NY, son Shawn Swartz (Abigail) of Phoenix, son Tim (Kim) Swartz of Pearl City, HI, son Jay 
(Bridget) Swartz of Phoenix, granddaughters Molly and Lucy Carney, Leilani Swartz, Jaquelyn and Kasey Swartz, Kaylee Long-
est and many nieces and nephews.

On June 4, 2017, Pentecost Sunday, Bishop Olmsted, after celebrating First Communion and Confirmation, prayed over PaulΩs 
crucifix.  PaulΩs crucifix was brought to St PaulΩs Parish by Michael, PaulΩs son, as Paul was having multiple cardiac arrests at 
Mayo Clinic.  Mayo ClinicΩs time-stamped medical records that were subsequently obtained revealing that PaulΩs condition had 
most significantly improved at the same time that Bishop Olmsted was offering an intercessory prayer.  MayoΩs medical team 
has no explanation why this man who should have been dead, was not, and that he didnΩt have any neurological damage.  It 
was truly a miracle that took place that day!!! 

Brother Knight Roel Zamora and wife Gloria had their two children, Anna and Jacob, in that First Communion / Confirmation 
ceremony.
