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In the Easter story, in the Gospel of John, Mary Magdalene comes to the tomb first, on the Sunday morning.  

She sees that the stone has been rolled away from where it was sealing Jesus's tomb, and that Jesus's body is not 
there. She runs back with the news, meeting Peter and John on her way. 

John and Peter run to the tomb to see for themselves. John arrives first, and looks in, but doesn't go in. Peter then 

arrives and goes on into the tomb, looking around, seeing the graveclothes and the napkin. Then John enters, too, 

and sees it all and believes, too, that the Lord has been resurrected.  Hallelujah For He Is Risen!
